There are two ways an angler can receive their first fish award. There is no charge for using either method. 

1 - Online: This method uses a pdf file which can be used to fill out and print a first fish award at home. 
2 - By Mail: If you want to receive a first fish award by mail then simply provide the information in the link and return it to the 
TWRA Fisheries Management Division at the address on the form (instructions included). This award will be filled-out, printed, 
signed by the Chief of Fisheries, and mailed to the angler.
